II. PITFALL TWO: TOO MUCH ACQUISITION (2:1, 4-9, 11)


A. The Teacher became a supreme pleasure seeker.


B. Fine wine and food.

C. Projects: houses, vineyards, gardens, parks, fruit trees, reservoirs, staff to maintain all of it, flocks, silver and gold, musicians.

D. Conclusion: A chasing after the wind.

III. PITFALL THREE: TOO MUCH WORK (2:17)


A. The Teacher worked with laser like focus endlessly.
