GET IN THE FLOW . . .
The Maintenance of Divine Worship

John 4:23-24 and Acts 2:42

i. This is the third of six ways that God is at work in the world. It is getting into the flow of what God is doing!

ii. Different churches, different forms, one worship.

iii. Worship is a communal act of the whole person directed to God for who God is, what God is doing, and what God will do.

iv. Note: This act may lead to affections (feelings) for God.

v. Caution: Be careful not to worship the “fuzzy” feelings or the forms. They are not God.

THERE ARE FIVE REASONS TO WORSHIP GOD WEEKLY …

I. WORSHIP IS PRACTICE FOR HEAVEN

a. This is 10,000 repetitions in preparation to spend an eternity. 

b. “Anyone on this earth who is bored and turned off by worship is not ready for heaven.” ˜A. W. Tozer

II. WORSHIP RE-ESTABLISHES WHERE OUR SECURITY LIES

a. Fannette Island at Emerald Bay, Lake Tahoe

b. Worship is A-Men! Directed to God alone. And that is different than applause, which is directed toward people.

c. “We should all be wearing crash helmets. Ushers should issue life preservers and signal flares; they should lash us to our pews.” ˜Annie Dillard
III. WORSHIP IS A HEALTHY LIFE

a. Worship is the center of church life. Devotions are private.

b. “As the body needs food and water so the soul needs to experience the transcendent.”
