B. Philip was tested to open his mind from scarcity to abundance.


C. This is a story of seeing that there is enough to complete the ministry we have 
   been given by the Lord.

THIS STORY IS DEEPLY CONNECTED TO THE HEBREW STORY, THE BIBLICAL STORY AND OUR STORY…


A. Hebrew story: Manna and Quail


B. Disciples story: five loaves and two fish with 12 baskets leftover. The number 
  12 and it is carrying us over even today.


C. The Church’s story and Our story: there is a need, there is a test, there is a         
   sense that there is not enough, there is more given than needed.
